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     DICK VAN ARSDALE JOINS SAL

“There‟s a second left in the game and Van Arsdale puts up a shot and….Shazam!…the Suns by one!”  Many of us remember well when 

Al McCoy would give his renowned exclamation that Dick Van Arsdale had saved the day.  Ahhhh…...those were the days…...if you‟re an 

old Suns fan. 

Like everything in life, that time eventually changed.  Dick retired and his life as a civilian (life off the court) began.  Life was good; Dick and 

his family settled into their Arcadia home.  Dick and his twin brother, Tom, carried on their common business interests that had served 

them well.  Then life took a sudden turn for the Van Arsdale family.  Dick suffered a stroke and the effects severely diminished his ability to 

communicate.  Luckily these effects weren‟t permanent and today the effects are minimal. 

But Dick is a battler.  He played basketball that way and now he approaches life in the same way.  Some doctors thought Dick would never 

drive again.  They were proved wrong, and not only does Dick drive, but he has also developed his skills as a pen and pencil artist.  During 

Dick‟s recovery, art not only became one of his main avenues of therapy, but that exposure also developed into a passion that he still 

pursues today.   He draws almost daily, and continually works on his art skills.  When visiting his office, I was impressed by the amount of 

art he has produced.  He is no beginner.  Much of his work has been compared to Grandma Moses in style and approach, conveying rural 

Americana and reflecting Dick‟s life growing up in Indiana.  Dick also enjoys producing contemporary black and white imagery that is 

almost tribal.  Quite a diversity of styles, but nonetheless, Dick is comfortable in both arenas. 

As Dick‟s art has progressed, so has his desire to become a meaningful member of the Arizona art community.  He has already had some 

taste of commercial success, and often contributes his talents to benefit the community.
