As Assistant Professor of Pl Photography at Arlzona State
University, Julie Anand teaches courses in photography
as well as interdisciplinary courses in art and ecology,
and experimental film. Together with collaborating
partner David Sauer, she makes large-scale works by
recombining photographic images she has shredded
using an office document shredder. These image strips
are then woven by hand or interlaced as alternating
bands. Their work, “Either, Or" is currently on view at the
Tucson Museum of Art for the 2011 Arizona Biennial.

Her solo work includes monumental photographic prints,
some 13 feet wide, printed on bamboo paper that collage
artifacts she gathers on walks. This ongoing series titled
"Material Histories" was shown recently at the Arizona
State university Art Museum in "Nowhere to Hide: Three
Artists in the Desert" as part of a suite of exhibitions on
the theme of sustainability.
